BACKBOARD/POST ASSEMBLY TO ANCHOR

1. Make sure anchor is set correctly so the internal anchor ridge is parallel to the
edge of the pool deck. This will help resist rotation.

2. Insert the entire basketball post assembly into the anchor base.

3. Turn and align the goal so the backboard is perpendicular to the edge of the pool.
The post is notched at the back to fit the internal anchor ridge at the base of the
anchor.

4. Tighten the wedge bolt at the top of the anchor base to keep the goal post in
